Below are the things that are needed to play Alto Saxophone in the Farley Beginner Band:

1.  Alto Saxophone:   Alto Saxophones can be rented through a local music store.  The brands and models that are recommended by all RRISD band directors are either Yamaha YAS-23, Unison 7002L, Selmer ASOL 300 or Jupiter Carnegie CAS 70.  We accept both new and used instruments in our program.  If you have difficulty renting one of these instruments, please contact us!  We will help you!!  If you have access to a different brand or model of instrument, please contact us or have your student bring it to us so that we can see if it will work.
2.  Selmer C* or Optima AL Mouthpiece with a Rovner Ligature:  The mouthpiece should come with a rented instrument.  If it does not, I would not rent an instrument at that store.  The ligature may be a separate purchase and may be postponed if necessary.  If you have bought an instrument either new or used or are borrowing an instrument, please let us see what mouthpiece and ligature you have before you buy another one.

3.  Box of Vandoren 2 ½ Reeds for Alto Saxophone
4.  Reed Guard:  An inexpensive accessory that will make your student’s reeds play better and last much longer saving you a lot of money!

5.  Cork Grease:  May come with a rented instrument

6.  Essential Elements Book One for Alto Saxophone
7.  Silk Alto Saxophone Swab without a metal brush:  Do not let them sell you a felt swab!  They fall apart!!
8.  Black 1” 3-ring binder  that includes 8 sheet protectors, a pencil pouch and a pencil.
