Below are the things that are needed to play Trombone in the Farley Beginner Band:

1.  Trombone:   Trombones can be rented through a local music store.  The brands and models that are recommended are Bach TB300, Yamaha YSL354 or YSL 448G, King 606, Holton, Benge 165F, Back Omega MG293, Conn 50H, Besson 632, Jupiter 536L or Jupiter Carnegie Series.   F attachment trombones are preferred, but not required. We accept both new and used instruments in our program.  If you have difficulty renting one of these instruments, please contact us!  We will help you!!  If you have access to a different brand or model of instrument, please contact us or have your student bring it to us so that we can see if it will work.
2.  Bach 6 ½ AL  Mouthpiece:  This should come with a rented instrument.  If it does not, I would not rent an instrument at that store.  If you have bought an instrument either new or used or are borrowing an instrument, please let us see what mouthpiece you have before you buy another one.

4.  Slide-o-mix or Trombotine slide lubricant:  May come with a rented instrument or may need to be purchased.
5.  Essential Elements Book One for Trombone
6.  Cleaning snake for trombone:  Not an actual animal, but a flexible wire with a brush on the end for keeping the instrument clean and preventing costly repairs.
7.  Mouthpiece Brush
8.  Spray water bottle

9.  Cleaning cloth

10.  Black 1” 3-ring binder  that includes 8 sheet protectors, a pencil pouch and a pencil.
