Music Stores in the Round Rock/North Austin Area
We highly recommend that you purchase or rent a recommended brand of musical instrument through a music specialty store that has its own in-house repair service.  If you want to consider another brand of instrument for your student, please contact me first.  There are a lot other brands of instruments that appear to be a good deal, but our experience with many of these have been that they do not play as well, do not hold up to the wear and tear that the average MS student gives a horn and it is common to have to send these instruments out of town to be repaired resulting in students going a long time without their instrument to use in class.  

It IS possible to find a good deal on an instrument that is on our recommended list that you could purchase or borrow from friends or relatives, or could be bought from pawn shops or off private advertisements.  If you locate an instrument this way, please ask before you purchase if you can have the instrument checked over by your child’s band director.  We can give you a good idea whether or not you are getting a good deal and whether the horn needs extensive repair before it is playable.  

None of the Hutto band directors are affiliated with any music stores or brand of instrument.  Our goal is to help you find an instrument that will help your child have a great experience in band at the most reasonable price!

The following are a list of recommended music stores in the Round Rock/North Austin area.  All of them are good!  The first two on the list have educational representatives that come out to the school at least every other week.
